Steve was instrumental in the design and remodel of  our 
Headquarters and education center and with the supervision of the maintenance of the CFF fixed 
and rotary wing aircraft. He also established and took the lead instructor role at our Workforce   
Development Program for inner-city at-risk youth. Under Steve's strong guidance and mentorship 
of these students, the six month program was completed with a remarkable 100% graduation and 
job placement success.

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Eagle Scout Project and                                                                        
Aviation Merit Badge Completed  

 
 Dustin Anderson, son of Foundation member Chris Anderson, recently completed his Eagle 
Scout Project with the help of Celebrate Freedom Foundation. Dustin has been in Scouting since a 
Tiger Cub Scout in the first grade. Eagle Scout is the highest Scout rank that can be obtained. In or-
der to earn the rank, Scouts must complete a project that benefits a non-profit, provides a commu-
nity service, and they must show leadership in completing the project.  
 
 Dustin chose to partner with CFF to put on a Merit Badge Workshop for the Aviation Merit 
Badge. Dustin met with CFF Executive VP Lori Wicker and together they planned and organized the 
way the workshop would happen. CFF provided instructors for the different stations set up to teach 
the different requirements of the Badge. Dustin laid out the lesson plan for each station and on the 
day of the workshop was completely in charge of the activity, from briefing the CFF Instructors to 
ensuring each group of Scouts were at their designated stations on time.  
 
 The Scouts in attendance were able to learn about topics such as an aircraft’s design, how the 
science and aerodynamics make an aircraft fly, the instruments in an aircraft and what they mean 
and how important they are to the pilot. Scouts also learned about how airports are operated, what 
the runways are numbered and what the different designations mean. CFF Instructor Pilots taught 
the Scouts how to read an aerial navigation chart and how to chart a flight plan. CFF Instructor Me-
chanics taught the Scouts how an aircraft engine works, and about special tools needed for mainte-
nance. The Scouts were also able to perform a preflight inspection on our T-34 Mentor airplane.  
 
 The workshop took place at the CFF headquarters and utilized the T-34, UH-1 Huey, AH-1 
Cobra, along with our gyrocopter. Instructors involved were Kendrick Gilliam, Boyd Davis, Woody 
Heming, Mark Inabinet, Dean Creps, Chris Anderson, and Stephen Seymour. CFF has not been able 
to put on the STEM Outreach Program this school year due to the COVID 19 pandemic, and putting 
on the workshop allowed CFF to demonstrate that the STEM Outreach Program could be done as an 
in-house program as well as on-site at other locations. 
 
 Both Celebrate Freedom Foundation and Boy Scout Troop 777 of Camden SC had great time 
and passed on the knowledge and passion of aviation to a younger generation.

Bamberg County Honors Veterans With a Memorial  Brick Sculpture 

 Although the sky was dark with intermittent downpours, more than 250 gathered on         
Veterans Day 2020 for the dedication ceremony of the long-awaited Bamberg County Veterans  
Memorial on Wednesday morning. 
 
 Unveiled a first-of-its-kind brick sculpture "By Land, By Sea, By Air" by sculptor Brad   
Spencer, and above all, demonstrated respect and gratitude to those who have served our great    
nation in the United States Military. 
 
 Reverend Isaiah Odom, Bamberg County Councilman led the invocation, followed by     
Bamberg Ehrhardt Highschool JROTC’s Presentation of the Colors. The boom of cannon fire from 
the Revolutionary War Cannon manned by volunteers with the SC Battleground Preservation Trust, 
introduced the National Anthem and the Pledge of Allegiance lead by Bamberg County Councilman 
Larry Haynes. 
 
 Major General James E. Livingston, a Medal of Honor recipient, who distinguished himself 
by heroic actions during the Vietnam War, gave the keynote address. Major General Livingston is a 
Marine Corps veteran who actively served for 33 years before retiring on September 1, 1995.  
 
 Additional speakers included Senator Brad Hutto, Representative Justin Bamberg, City/
County Council Members, City of Bamberg Mayor Nancy Foster, and Bamberg County                   
Administrator Joey Preston.  
  
 Program participants included Operation Enduring Honor, South Carolina State Guard,  
Celebrate Freedom Foundation, South Carolina Battleground Preservation Trust, Quilts of Valor 
Foundation, Patriots Point  Foundation, Employer Support for the Guard and Reserve and the     
Patriot Guard Riders.
